Greetings!  Suicide is a major public health problem, 
with more than 32,000 persons dying by suicide each 
year in the United States, or about 80 suicides per day. 
In addition to completed suicides, another 1,500 
unsuccessful suicide attempts occur each day.  In the 
18- to 65-year age group, suicide is the fourth leading 
cause of death in the United States. 
 
Suicide occurs in persons of all ages and backgrounds, 
but certain groups of people are at increased risk for 
suicide attempts.  These include persons with a 
psychiatric illness and a past history of attempted 
suicide.  Males are more likely than females to commit 
suicide, although attempts are more common among 
females.  A family history of, or exposure to, suicide, 
altered levels of neurotransmitters in the brain, and 
impulsivity are other factors that may increase an 
individual's risk of suicide. 
 
While suicide is not universally preventable, it is 
possible to recognize some warning signs and 
symptoms that may enable you or your loved ones to 
access treatment before a suicide attempt.  It has been 
estimated that up to 75% of suicide victims display 
some warning signs or symptoms. 
 

What are the Warning Signs for Suicide? 
 

Seek help as soon as possible by contacting a mental 
health professional or by calling the National Suicide 
Prevention Lifeline at 1-800-273-TALK if you or 
someone you know exhibits any of the following signs: 
 
• Threatening to hurt or kill oneself or talking about 

wanting to hurt or kill oneself. 
• Looking for ways to kill oneself by seeking access to 

firearms, available pills, or other means. 
• Talking or writing about death, dying, or suicide 

when these actions are out of the ordinary for the 
person. 

• Feeling hopeless. 
• Feeling rage or uncontrolled anger or seeking 

revenge. 
• Acting reckless or engaging in risky activities - 

seemingly without thinking. 
• Feeling trapped - like there's no way out. 
• Increasing alcohol or drug use. 
• Withdrawing from friends, family, and society. 
• Feeling anxious, agitated, or unable to sleep, or 

sleeping all of the time.

• Experiencing dramatic mood changes. 
• Seeing no reason for living or having no sense of 

purpose in life. 
 
 

How to be Helpful to Someone Who is 
Threatening Suicide  

 
• Be direct.  Talk openly and matter-of-factly about 

suicide. 
• Be willing to listen.  Allow expressions of feelings. 

Accept the feelings. 
• Be non-judgmental.  Don't debate whether suicide 

is right or wrong, or whether feelings are good or 
bad.  Don't lecture on the value of life. 

• Get involved.  Become available.  Show interest 
and support. 

• Don't dare him or her to do it. 
• Don't act shocked.  This will put distance between 

you. 
• Don't be sworn to secrecy.  Seek support. 
• Offer hope that alternatives are available but do 

not offer glib reassurance. 
• Take action.  Remove means, such as guns or 

stockpiled pills. 
• Get help from persons or agencies specializing in 

crisis intervention and suicide prevention.
