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Flat Stanley 
 
 

Second Grade is Stanley crazy!!!  (Flat Stanley 

that is).  Flat Stanley is a series of chapter books 

created by the late author, Marc Brown.  This 

lesson is not in a textbook, but certainly fills each 

child with wonder and excitement as they become 

actively engaged in learning.  In fact, many have 

no idea they are learning anything at all because 

they are having so much fun!! 

 

I first discovered this book at a Michigan Reading 

Convention I attended several years ago.  The tale 

is of a boy who becomes flat after a bulletin board 

falls on him.  Stanley thinks it’s pretty cool being 

flat because he can slide under doors, become part 

of a museum painting where he catches thieves, 

and even takes part in a sailboat race in which 

he’s the sail! 

 

In the first story, Stanley wishes he could visit a 

friend in California, but his parents can’t afford 

the airfare.  They decide to put him in an envelope 

and mail him to California. 

 

This favorite book of second graders has become a 

springboard of a wonderful social studies project.  

The students begin by decorating their own 

Stanley.  They then decide what relative or friend 

they want Stanley to visit and write a letter to 

accompany him on his trip.  The relative may or 

may not live in Michigan.  Often Stanley even 

travels out of the United States.  In past years, he 

visited Germany and even went as far as China! 

 

The letter instructs the relative to take care of 

Stanley for awhile and then return him with a log 

of the adventures they had with him.  The 

students always eagerly await the return of their 

Stanley. 

 

There are many learning skills acquired in this 

fun project.  The students learn the writing 

process as they compose their letters, edit final 

copies and then mail them in envelopes they 

themselves have addressed.  In addition to 

strengthening writing skills, students learn basic 

map skills as they graph all the states and 

countries Stanley has visited and learn something 

about how other children live.   

 

To date, five students have received his or her 

Stanley back.  They are very excited and can 

hardly wait to open their letters and packages to 

share the contents with the rest of the class.  

Some of the Stanleys have come back with photos 

and memorabilia from their travels including 

pens, key chains, and magnets, and even candy 

for the entire class.  We even had quite a laugh 

one year when one relative sent a friend with 

Stanley…Flat Sally!! 

 

The tales of Stanley will be displayed in our main 

hall of the school.  We invite you to stop in and 

meet the young second grade authors and our 

world traveler, Stanley.

The Opening Dialogue, 
Preface and Holy, Holy 

 

At the Last Supper, Jesus led the disciples in familiar 

Jewish meal prayers they had known from childhood.  

The final prayer – prayed over a cup of wine which 

would be shared by everyone -- began with the 

following dialogue: 
 

     Host:  Let us give thanks unto our Lord God. 
 

     Guests:  Blessed be the Name of the Lord from this  

     time forth for evermore. 
 

     Host:  With the assent of those present we will bless 

     Him of whose bounty we have partaken. 
 

     Guests:  Blessed be He of whose bounty we have 

     partaken and through whose goodness we live. 
 

This Last Supper dialogue still echoes in the opening 

dialogue of our Eucharistic Prayer: 
 

     Presider: “Lift up your hearts!” 
 

     People: “We lift them up to the Lord.” 
 

     Presider: “Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
 

     People: “It is right and just.” 
 

These words, translated to better reflect the Latin 

original, call us to pray the Eucharistic prayer with the 

priest-presider.  As the 4th century Bishop John 

Chrysostom said:  “The entire local community, as the 

chosen people of God, offers the Eucharistic prayer 

pronounced by the priest, and expressly commissions 

him to speak in its name...”  The priest, he implies, is 

the mouthpiece of the people’s thanksgiving prayer.  

We are the praying, and he is the servant of our praise.  
 

The first prayer the priest offers in our name begins: 

“Father, all powerful and ever-living God....”  These are 

the first words of the prefaces, prayers of praise which 

change with the feasts and seasons.  Then the 

community sings together the song Isaiah heard in his 

vision of God’s throne:  “Holy, holy, holy Lord God of 

hosts” (Is 6:3).  ((Note that the words have changed 

from “Lord God of power and might” to “Lord God of 

hosts”.  This more accurately translates the Hebrew 

word sabaoth, a plural noun imaging God as the 

powerful leader of heavenly armies.)  As the 

Eucharistic Prayer begins, all that we have brought to 

the altar in the preparation of gifts is caught up in 

Christ’s perfect praise of the Father. 

 

Christmas Grief 
 

When you’ve lost a loved one, the 

holiday season can be a painful 

reminder of the terrible loss you are 

feeling, instead of bringing warmth, love and 

excitement.  The first few years are perhaps the most 

difficult, but even years later, the holidays may lack 

the joy they once had for you. 

 

Joy is in the world, but you are hurting. 

Why is Christmas so difficult when we are grieving? 

Perhaps it’s the contrast between what is going on all 

around us and what we are feeling in our heart.  The 

signs of rejoicing are everywhere.  People smiling, 

people laughing, but not you.  In the midst of joy, you 

feel sad.  Your heart is heavy.  You are grieving. 

Shoppers rush by, their arms filled with gifts.  You 

walk alone, feeling empty.  City sidewalks twinkle with 

color and light.  But a light has gone out in your life. 

Your loved one has died. 

 

Perhaps it is the first Christmas since the death.  Even 

if more time has passed, the grief and sadness can 

return at this time of the year with a special force. 

Carolers sing out, “Joy to the world!”, but you don’t feel 

like singing this Christmas.  There seems to be little to 

be joyful about in your world.  Holiday cards arrive 

with messages of good cheer, but they don’t cheer you 

up.  They only seem to remind you of what you have 

lost. 

 

You don’t have to face your grief alone.   

The good news is, you can turn to loved ones for 

companionship and comfort.  Your friends and family 

understand that you are hurting.  They are ready to 

help in any way they can.  If loved ones are close at 

hand, you can spend a quiet evening visiting with 

them.  Even from a distance, you can feel connected 

through a phone call, letter, or email.  Staying close to 

those who care helps at this difficult time.  Seek a 

balance between time alone and time with others. 

Moments of solitude are helpful, but isolation isn’t.  

Reach out to a friend when you just need to talk. 

 

Next week’s article will include ways to lift your 

spirits, get yourself moving, and how to seek a deeper 

“reason for the season.”
