How do we teach about Stewardship, Tithing and
Sacrificial Giving? In a recent class | taught, |
was surprised how little is known about these
topics. These are a huge part of who we are as
Catholics!

Stewardship is the more familiar component,
since we hear it most often. It is the sharing of
time, talents and treasures. It is sharing
whatever we possess. Being a good steward
means, that as human beings, we are not the
owner of “things” but only the custodian of God’s
gifts in this world. We are to use these gifts and
produce with them the fruits that lead us toward
eternal life. While most people understand time
and talent, treasures are not as clear. Treasures
are something of great worth or a precious
belonging. It can be wealth of any kind or in any
form. | think that most of us think of money,
precious metals, and objects or jewels.

Tithing means the giving away of a portion of
one’s income, commonly one-tenth. We hear in
several books of the Old Testament about “paying
a tenth part of one’s property as a tax to one’s
superior.” We also hear about the giving of a
tenth of the “fruit of the land, flocks, and herds to
God.” Years ago, during the Mass, the offertory
was just this - the giving of “gifts.” You may have
seen chickens, eggs, grains, vegetables, clothing,
and more being presented during the offertory!
Thus, the washing of hands! Today, we offer
monetary gifts.

Sacrificial Giving is a voluntary, proportionate,
systematic, sacrificial, and liturgical giving of
money that is part of the larger self-giving of time,
talent, and treasure. When we hear about Church
support, it is not the same as sacrificial giving,
but a by-product of it.

Voluntary: It is not a tax or an assigned
amount.

Proportionate: One tenth of a person’s gross
income; while this may be too much for
some it could be too little for others.

Systematic: Not when you feel like it or
when someone needs it, but on a planned
regular basis.

Sacrificial: If it doesn't hurt, it's only a

donation, not a sacrifice.

Liturgical: The giving of gifts and the
offering of money are both part of the same
ritual act. Using envelopes gives witness
to commitment. Collections at other times
(not during Mass) lack the Eucharistic
component of hours worked and income
received.

Giving: Usually divided between parish
support and independent living.

As we begin a new year and set resolutions,
consider how you will follow the Precepts of the
Church by providing for the material needs of the
Church. How will you live the Ten
Commandments? Or maybe the Corporal Works
of Mercy? Think about it! Make this year a year
that counts!
