When was the last time you experienced God 

revealing himself to you?  What have been the 

primary opportunities of this revelation?  In other 

words, where have you seen God?  Have you seen him 

in your family?  Have you seen him in personal or 

shared prayer, or through the Church? 

 

Genesis is the first book of the Bible.  In its opening 

chapters it contains two different stories about the 

creation of the world and human life.  They 

complement each other and together form one image of 

God. 

 

In the first creation story, God creates out of nothing.  

God simply speaks, “Let there by light,” and “Let us 

make humans in our image” and all creation comes 

into being.  God repeatedly call creation “good.”  There 

is no point in this story where God created something 

and called it bad.  In short, this story leads us to 

believe that all creation is God’s original blessing for 

us.  Read Genesis 1:1 through 2:4 to find out why he 

calls this “good”.  Now go back and re-read this passage 

and mark each of the good things God made.  How 

many did you find?  We can relate God’s Word with 

this passage. 

 

In the second creation story, God starts by forming a 

human figure from the dust of the earth.  Here, God is 

like a potter who lovingly forms us from the very soil 

on which we now stand and live.  We had no life until 

God breathed into us and gave us life.  Then, the story 

goes on to present God as a gardener.  Finally, God 

seems to be a matchmaker, helping Adam to find a 

partner.  How well did God do as a matchmaker?  Read 

2:18-24 to find out!  In your bible, circle the word 

partner.  How does this word describe the relationship 

that should exist between spouses? 

 

Speaking of spouses…..when was the last time you 

went on a date?  When was the last time you enriched 

your marriage?  Use this opportunity to attend our 

Marriage Enrichment Candlelight Dinner on 

February 18.  We have some tickets still available.

Chapter 1 - How do we belong to the 

Church?  What does it mean to belong 

to the Catholic Church?  Other than 

our immediate family, the Church is 

most commonly the first community 

or group that your child belongs to.  At Baptism, we 

become members of the Church through the 

celebration of this sacrament.  We are fully initiated 

when we receive all three of the Sacraments of 

Initiation which are Baptism, Eucharist and 

Confirmation. 
 

As we grow older, we become members of a variety of 

groups.  The first community to which we belong is our 

family.  It is through the Church that we belong to the 

world wide community of faith. 
 

So what does all of this mean?  It means as you 

prepare your child to receive the Sacrament of Holy 

Communion you are following the examples of the first 

disciples.  It is by our examples of living our faith that 

we first teach our children.  I encourage you to pray 

together often.  Share the stories of the Bible openly.  

At dinner or bedtime, thank God for the gift of his life 

within us and the gift of grace that we receive when we 

celebrate each sacrament and every time we celebrate 

a sacrament.  Read the Bible together and discuss the 

stories.  Work as a family to live the Corporal Works of 

Mercy.   
 

This preparation time is a very special time in your 

family.  Make the most of it by pulling out the pictures 

from your child’s Baptism.  Bring out the baptismal 

candle, re-light it, look at the baptismal stole that was 

given to your child, reflect on the baptismal symbol.  

Pray together.  When you end your time of prayer, put 

back the above items in a special place.  Await the next 

sacrament so that you can add to this special box or 

space.  If you have not taken the opportunity to bring 

your child’s baptismal stole into the Faith Formation 

office for personalization, take this time to do that.  

Consider your child, once again, wearing their 

baptismal stole at their First Holy Communion.

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Snowflake Spirituality 
 

 

WINTER is the season with the shortest days and the 

lowest average temperatures.  It has the coldest weather 

with snow and ice, and a time of inclement weather when 

people regard themselves as vulnerable.  Winter is the 

season we associate with short days and limited sunlight.  

Winter is a time when you might feel cold and 

uncomfortable.  Any farmer will tell you, winter is not a 

time to plant but to begin planning what to plant during 

the next season.  
 

Our SPIRITUAL WINTER is a time of darkness.  The 

trees are barren and the flowers have withered and died. 

Spiritual winter is the most uncomfortable time for many 

Christians.  We might feel that God has deserted us 

during our Spiritual Winter, but this is the time to curl up 

in God's lap for warmth and intimacy.  There He will give 

you directions for planting new crops in spring, the next 

season to come.  It is also the time to exist on what has 

been stored from previous harvests. 
 

Winter is the time for evaluation, planning, and 

preparation.  It is the time to shovel snow and ice from 

the driveway of your mind.  It is the time to learn to 

navigate the icy roads as you go about your business.  It is 

the time when praise should be an automatic habit for it 

will keep your heart warm before a holy God.  
 

Spiritual winter is like the Sabbath.  During spiritual 

winter, it is normal to feel like God is not hearing our 

prayers or speaking to us.  We may feel like we are having 

a "wilderness" experience.  Our inclination is to pray 

harder, pray more or do anything but to remain quiet; but 

must remain in the season of rest.  But during winter, 

there is no fruit bearing and it is a time or spiritual rest.  

In winter, reflect on God and God's faithfulness to you and 

maintain an attitude of reverence before God. 
 

Winter is the time to PLAN for the upcoming season of 

Spring.  A time to come out of the darkness of winter, time 

to plant and carry out the instructions gleaned from your 

winter experience.  From having spent time with God, you 

will have the spiritual and physical energy to break up 

your fallow ground.  Flowers will push through the damp 

soil; frogs will croak in the barely thawed ponds; and you 

will enjoy the feel of the first warm breeze upon your face.
