Now more than ever we need the income of the festival.
The Festival Committee understands this and that is the
reason they are working so hard to try and expand the
festival back to where it used to be.

A couple of weeks ago, in the bulletin, | submitted the
new year’s budget summary sheet along with a list of the
cuts that we were forced to make because of a drop in
Sunday collections. | understand that everyone has been
impacted by the economy and that families need to pay
expenses before they give to the church and other
charities. We have to live with the money that you give
us. | understand all of that.

But what you need to understand is that without our
festival we would lose another $20-30,000 and further
cuts would need to be made. We are on the edge now of
not being able to offer you everything that as a church we
should.

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are as many answers to that question as there are
amateur gardeners competing for the biggest and
ripest one!

But in a practical sense, celibacy allows a
priest a certain degree of freedom to serve the
church where he is needed, without having to
worry about a family. It allows the church to
use more of its resources for educational and
pastoral needs. It allows the priest to use some
discretionary time to develop his own spiritual
life. This does not mean that celibacy is the
only way it can be done, nor is it an easy way
of living. But every lifestyle has its pluses and
minuses, always with a bit of give and take.
Each priest must find his own way of living his
ministry and sacrament so that his life is at the

service of the Gospel.
