Chapter 8 - Living as peacemakers is 

not always an easy responsibility to 

fulfill.  What a difference it makes 

when we face a conflict or violence, 

step back and gain perspective, control 

our impulse to get even, and remember 

that we have been sent by Jesus to be 

messengers of peace, not violence.   

 

At Baptism we are anointed to be messengers of the 

Prince of Peace, announcing, in word and deed, the 

kingdom of peace.  At Eucharist we are nourished to be 

messengers of peace, and sent forth to love and serve 

God and one another.  

 

Reconciliation also strengthens us to be messengers of 

Christ’s peace.  Freed from our sins and reconciled 

with God and one another, we are sent forth to forgive 

and reconcile as God has forgiven and reconciled us to 

himself.  We are sent forth to build the kingdom of 

peace announced by Jesus. 

 

What a great opportunity to reflect upon the 

Beatitudes - “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they 

shall be called children of God.”

Two weeks ago our 32 Confirmation Candidates went 

on retreat at the St. Benedict/Subiaco Retreat House in 

Oxford. 
 

The weather was beautiful; the autumn colors were 

still visible and you couldn’t help but notice the 

presence of the Holy Spirit! 
 

Our candidates enjoyed not only the view, but the 

opportunities that encompassed the day.  Brother 

Marty greeted us with a warm welcome.  Brother 

Anthony served us milk and cookies.  Fr. Mike talked 

with us about how our life is all about making a movie.   

Our movie begins at the moment we were born, the 

moment we first met Jesus – at Baptism.  God is 

watching our movie.  He watches it from beginning to 

end (birth until death).  We have the ability to be the 

producer, to put in specific scenes, locations and other 

“actors,” and the ability to edit certain parts.  While 

some parts of our life cannot be deleted, we can “cut 

them out” of our memory.   
 

I loved how Fr. Mike encouraged the confirmandi to 

choose good actions – then you wouldn’t have to worry 

so much about editing your movie!  He also encouraged 

us to begin this next leg of our faith journey to give 

rather than take.  To me, that message was huge!  

Being fully initiated into the Catholic faith is more 

than just saying, “Yes, I want to receive this final 

sacrament of initiation.”  It means, I’m ready to live my 

faith according to the Gospel, give of myself and of my 

possessions; it means being one with Christ. 
 

I always enjoy going on retreat.  The best part is 

spending time with our children and sharing 

conversation with them, hearing of their challenges, 

and teaching them new ways of thinking and being.  

What an awesome day I spent with our Confirmation 

group.  
 

Please continue to pray for our soon to be Confirmed 

and for our children who will be celebrating First 

Penance and Reconciliation.

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Understanding 

the Mass Parts 

 

The Roots of the 
Eucharistic Prayer 

 

Eucharistic Prayer is like a precious jewel set into an 

heirloom ring.  The “jewel” is the story of the Last 

Supper: 
 

ò[Jesus] took bread and, giving thanks broke it, and 

gave it to His disciples saying: ôTake this, all of you, 

and eat of it, for this is my body which will be given up 

for you.õ 
 

ôTake this, all of you, and drink from it, for this is the 

chalice of my blood....õ 

ôDo this in memory of me.õó 
 

The “heirloom ring” is an ancient Jewish prayer said 

over a final cup of wine on feastdays: 
 

    It begins with a dialogue calling everyone to thank 

and praise God; 
 

    Then moves to praise – “Blessed are you, O Lord our 

God, eternal King, who feeds the whole world with 

your goodness, with grace, with loving-kindness and 

with tender mercy....” 
 

    Then moves on to thanksgiving (eucharistia) for 

God’s mighty deeds – “We thank you, O Lord our 

God, because you gave as a heritage to our ancestors 

a desirable, good and ample land, and because you 

brought us forth, O Lord our God, from the land of 

Egypt....” 
 

    And ends with intercession – “Have mercy, O Lord 

our God, upon Israel, your people, upon Jerusalem, 

your city ...upon the kingdom of the house of 

David....” 
 

    Jesus used this prayer form and handed it down to 

His followers (see 1 Cor 11:23-25). 
 

     This same basic structure undergirds all our 

Eucharistic prayers.  After an opening dialogue, the 

priest praises and thanks the Father for Jesus’ mighty 

deeds, and all respond with the “Holy, Holy, Holy”.  

Then he calls the Spirit down upon the gifts and retells 

the story of Jesus’ words and deeds at the Last Supper.  

After inviting everyone to proclaim the mystery of 

faith, he offers Christ’s sacrifice to the Father and 

intercedes for the Church, the living, and the dead.  

Finally he makes the great acclamation, “Through him, 

and with him, and in him, to you, God, almighty 

Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, is all honor and 

glory, forever and ever”.  All answer, “Amen!” in union 

with Christians who have shared this same treasure 

for two thousand years.

In August I was blessed with a special delivery of 

17 wonderful little seedlings.  They came shy and 

quiet, excited and boisterous, eager and 

apprehensive.  Their parents delivered them to 

me trustingly - and a little bit hesitantly.  I 

happily welcomed them into my kinder-garden, 

knowing that this would be a year full of growing 

and learning.  As our year has progressed my 

seedlings have begun to learn, and what is so 

wonderful about this age group is that they are so 

eager and so they soak up everything that comes 

their way – much like the seedlings in the wild. 

 

We are learning to read and we can read nine 

words already!!  We are being introduced to basic 

math concepts, and we love to make and find 

patterns everywhere!!  We have learned that God 

made each of us and He knows us by name.  We 

have learned that God gave us our senses to enjoy 

His world and that He is always with us and we 

can talk to Him any time and anywhere.  We 

learned to pray the Rosary during the month of 

October and we are learning about our saints 

during the month of November.  We are coloring 

and cutting, gluing and creating.  We are learning 

to get along and problem solve.  We are accepting 

and protective of each other at all times.  We are 

growing in knowledge, but we are growing in 

many other ways too.  With each new month I see 

tiny buds on each of my seedlings and I wait in 

anticipation of all that is yet to come.

SEVEN HOLIDAY TIPS 

 
 

Want to enjoy the holidays and the food and still stay 

healthy?  Planning ahead is important, especially if 

you have diabetes.  The seven tips below can help guide 

you through your next holiday event: 
 

1.  Focus on friends and family instead of food. 

Remember, the holidays are a time to slow down and 

catch up with your loved ones.  Play games, volunteer, 

or spend time outdoors enjoying the winter weather 

together.  
 

2.  Itõs a party, but don't overdo it.  Eat slowly, and 

really enjoy the foods that you may only have once a 

year.  If the meal will be served near your usual meal 

time, try to eat the same amount of carbohydrate that 

you normally would for a meal.  If you plan to have a 

portion of dessert, cut back on another carbohydrate 

food during the main course.  Make sure your portions 

are reasonable and resist going back for second 

helpings.  
 

3.  Eat before you eat.  Don’t skip meals or snacks 

earlier in the day to “save” calories and carbs for the 

large holiday feast later on.  If you skip meals, it will 

be harder to keep your blood glucose in control.  Also, if 

you arrive somewhere hungry, you will be more likely 

to overeat.  
 

4.  Bring what you like.  Don't spend time worrying 

about what will be served.  Offer to bring your favorite 

diabetes-friendly dish.  It could be a low-sugar or low-

fat version of a recipe.  If you count carbs, check your 

recipe’s nutrition facts so you know how big a serving 

is and how many carbs it has.   
 

5.  Drink in moderation. If you drink alcohol, 

remember to eat something beforehand to prevent low 

blood glucose levels later.  Whether it’s a glass of 

eggnog or red wine, holiday drinks can add a 

significant amount of calories to your holiday intake. 

Keep it to no more than 1 drink for women and 2 

drinks for men. 
 

6.  Stay active.  One reason that we have problems 

managing diabetes and weight during the holidays is 

our lack of physical activity.  Sure, the holidays are 

busy, but plan time into each day for exercise and don’t 

break your routine.  Make the holidays an active time! 

 

7.  If you overindulge, get back on track.  If you 

eat more carbs or food than you planned for, don’t 

think you have failed.  Stop eating for the night and 

focus on spending the rest of your time with the people 

around you.  Include extra exercise, monitor your blood 

glucose levels, and get back on track with your usual 

eating habits the next day.
