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Understanding 

the Mass Parts  

 

The Opening Dialogue  
 

After the opening procession of the mass ascends the 

altar platform, the presider leads the community in 

the Sign of the Cross.  This body prayer first given to 

us at Baptism identifies us as one with Christ.  

Romano Guardini, a German theologian and 

liturgist, advises: òWhen we cross ourselves, let it be 

with a real sign of the cross. . . Let us make a large, 

unhurried sign, from forehead to breast, from 

shoulder to shoulder, consciously feeling how it 

includes the whole of us. . . It is the holiest of 

signsó (Sacred Signs , St. Louis, 1956, p.13ff).  

 

Next, priest and people begin the first of many 

dialoguesðexchanges we hardly notice, since 

everyone knows them by heart.  In fact, the whole 

Mass is a continual òconversationó between 

assembly and ministers:  greetings (òThe Lord be 

with youó), calls to action (òLet us prayó), and 

acclamations (òThe Word of the Lordó).  This feature 

of Catholic liturgy helps us to achieve that full, 

conscious, and active participation in liturgy that 

the Council fathers sought.  It also shows that the 

whole assembly, priest and people, do this sacred 

action together as the one Body of Christ.  

 

The new edition of the Roman Missal will require us 

to learn some new words for these exchanges so that 

our responses come closer to the original Latin.  For 

instance, one option for the presiderõs first greeting 

now reads, òGrace to you and peace from God our 

Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.ó  This is a direct 

quote from Romans 1:7 (and seven other Pauline 

letters!). * Paul was using a typical opening 

greeting, the rough equivalent of, òDear Romans, 

How are you?  I am fine.ó  To us the language seems 

convoluted, and we would not use it in everyday 

English.  However, we are restoring it ðand the 

response,  òAnd with your spirit,ó (from the Latin, 

òEt cum spiritu tuo ó)ðin order to claim our Christian 

roots in scripture and tradition.  These solemn ritual 

words remind us that this gathering is not like any 

other gathering. It is special.

What is influenza (also called flu)?   The flu is a 

contagious respiratory illness caused by influenza 

viruses, which can be spread by coughing, sneezing, or 

nasal secretions.  It can cause mild to severe illness, 

and at times can lead to death.  The best way to 

prevent the flu is by getting a flu vaccine each year. 

Anyone can get influenza, but rates are highest among 

children.  For most people, symptoms only last a few 

days. They include:  

¶ *Fever or feeling feverish/chills  

¶ Cough 

¶ Runny or stuffy nose  

¶ Muscle or body aches 

¶ Headaches 

¶ Fatigue (very tired)  

Some people may have vomiting and diarrhea, though 

this is more common in children than adults.  

*Itõs important to note that not everyone with flu 

will have a fever.  
 

Who should get a flu vaccination?  All people 6 

months of age and older should get the flu vaccine. 

Vaccination is especially important for people at higher 

risk of severe influenza and their close contacts, 

including healthcare personnel and close contacts of 

children younger than 6 months.  
 

When should I get vaccinated?  Get the vaccine as 

soon as possible. This should provide protection if the 

flu season comes early. You can get the vaccine as long 

as illness is occurring in your community.  Influenza 

can occur at any time, but most influenza occurs from 

October through May.  
 

How does the flu spread ?  Most experts believe that 

flu viruses spread mainly by droplets made when 

people with flu cough, sneeze, or talk.  These droplets 

can land in the mouths or noses of people who are 

nearby.  Less often, a person might also get flu by 

touching a surface or object that has flu virus on it and 

then touching his or her own mouth, eyes, or nose.  
 

Period of contagiousness . You may be able to pass 

on the flu to someone else before you know you are 

sick, as well as while you are sick.  Most healthy adults 

may be able to infect others beginning Day 1, before 

symptoms develop, and up to 5 -7 days after  becoming 

sick.  Some people, especially children and people with 

weakened immune systems, might be able to infect 

others for an even longer time.
