The Rosary

Did you know that the rosary is called the Psalter of
Mary? We call it this because all of its mysteries
correspond to the number of psalms. The Rosary is
the most well-known and used form of chaplet (a
devotion using beads; from a French word meaning
“crown” or “wreath”).

When we begin to pray the Rosary, we begin at the
Crucifix with the Sign of the Cross and the Apostle’s
Creed. We then move to the first bead and pray the
Lord’s Prayer. Moving to the next three beads, we
pray three Hail Marys. Moving to the next bead, we
pray one Glory Be to the Father and announce the
mystery, and pray the Lord’s Prayer. Moving to the
next set of ten beads, we pray ten Hail Marys.
Moving to the skip, single bead and skip, we pray
Glory Be to the Father, announce the next mystery
and pray the Lord’s Prayer. We repeat the last
three steps meditating on the other mysteries of the
rosary. We conclude on the sacred medal with one
Hail, Holy Queen.

The recommended scriptural meditations are:
Mondays, Saturdays, Sundays of Advent, and
Sundays from Epiphany until Lent - the Joyful
Mysteries. Tuesdays, Fridays, and daily from Ash
Wednesday until Easter Sunday - the Sorrowful
Mysteries. Wednesdays and Sundays throughout the
year - the Glorious Mysteries. Thursdays

throughout the year - the Luminous Mysteries.

Remember, there are a few different ways to pray
the rosary; the method above is only one way to
pray. The Fatima invocation, which was
recommended by our Blessed Mother to the children
at Fatima in 1917, is sometimes prayed between
decades. It is recited as follows: “O my Jesus,
forgive us our sins. Save us from the fires of hell,
and bring all souls to heaven, especially those who
most need your mercy.”

October is a great time to start
a family tradition of praying
the rosary together! And, a
family that prays
together~stays together!

Breast Cancer Awareness
Month

Greetings!  October is Breast Cancer Awareness
Month. Except for skin cancer, breast cancer is the
most common cancer in women, but it can be
successfully treated. Screening tests can find cancer
early, when it’s most treatable. Breast cancer is much
less common in males, by comparison - the disease is
about 100 times more common in women

What causes breast cancer? Certain changes in
DNA can cause normal breast cells to be come
cancerous. DNA is the chemical in each of our cells
that makes up our genes - the instructions for how our
cells work. Some inherited DNA changes can increase
the risk for developing cancer and are responsible for
the cancers that run in some families. But most breast
cancer DNA changes happen in single breast cells
during a woman’s life rather than having been
inherited.

1. Know your risk.

e Talk to your family to learn about your family
history. Talk to your provider about your personal
risk of breast cancer.

2. Get screened

e Ask your doctor which screening tests are right for
you if you are at average risk.

e Have a mammogram every year starting at age 40
if you are at average risk. Have a clinical breast
exam at least every 3 years starting at age 20, and
every year starting at age 40.

Make healthy lifestyle choices.
Maintain a healthy weight
Add exercise into your routine
Limit alcohol intake.

Limit postmenopausal hormone use. Breastfeed, if
you can.

Jesus continually scandalized Israel’s religious
leaders because He ate with sinners, cured sinners,
and said outrageous things like, “I have come to call
not the righteous but sinners” (Mk 2:17). Jesus has
not changed, and when we, His followers, come
together for liturgy, we come as a community of
sinners saved by His passover from death to life.
Because of this, acknowledging our sinfulness and
asking to be freed and forgiven are appropriate
during the Gathering Rites. As He did when He
walked the earth, Jesus welcomes us, lifts us up
from our sins, and invites us to share in the wedding
banquet of the Lamb (Rev 19:9).

Penitential acts at the
beginning of the liturgy have a
long history. Before the
reforms of Vatican 1II, the
opening rites included “I
confess to almighty God,” an
absolution, two silent prayers
asking for release from sin and
God’s forgiveness, and the “Lord have mercy” litany—
all in Latin. This heavy emphasis on sin came from
a kind of “ritual build-up.” All the various prayers
originated at different times and places and were
simply continued in Paul V’s Roman Missal of 1570.

The Sacramentary of Paul VI retained most of these
expressions of repentance, but they were not to be
used together. Since each one sets a different tone
for the liturgy, parishes have often determined their
use according to the liturgical season. The “I confess
to almighty God. . .” is appropriate for Lent, the
sprinkling rite in the Easter season, and various
wordings of the “Lord have mercy” litany during
Ordinary time. The third edition of the Roman
Missal continues the practice of the Vatican II
reform but translates the Latin to closely match the
Latin editio typica. These three different
“beginnings” help Christians become aware of
ourselves as a sinful people who, nonetheless, are
invited to share in the double feast of Word and
Table with the Risen Lord who welcomes us.
