SCHOOL RUMORS RAISE  
THEIR UGLY HEADS - AGAIN 

 
For some reason this topic seems to have to come up 
every couple of years.  I donôt know who or where they 
start.  It would be so much easier to ask one of the Staff 
for the facts, but it does give me something to write about. 
 
NO - The school is not closing.  YES - the enrollment 
numbers are down.  YES - the 5th and sixth grades are 
being combined.  Thatôs the short answer. 
 
The enrollment numbers, although not finalized at the 
time of this writing, are down substantially.  We may have 
as many as many as 30 students not returning this year. 
 
The fifth grade had only 1 student registered in it when 
the decision was made to combine the 5th and 6th 
grades.  The Archdiocese School Superintendent was 
contacted and gave us permission to do that.  At this time, 
there are two 5th grade students registered. 
 
Both of these situations are a blow to the school and to 
the parish.  We worked out the budget based on the 
number of students we predicted would be registered and 
we were way over the actual.  But you need to know that 
Father Joe and the entire staff are strongly behind the 
school.  Yes, we will have to do some more belt tightening 
and we are looking at the possibility of selling some real 
estate to help balance the budget.   The school will be 
doing some  marketing campaigns to try and recruit some 
more interest in the school and the programs they have to 
offer. 
 
You can help too, by talking up the school.  The best 
advertising is word of mouth.  Most of us either graduated 
from St Aôs or, in my case, our children all did.  If you 
know of anyone with school age children, please let them 
know how good our school is.  Letôs see if by working 
together as the St. Aôs family we can bring those numbers 
up. 
 
For your information, listed at the right is the tuition cost 
numbers.  When you talk to people about the school and 
the tuition cost, make sure you mention our SCRIP 
program.  We have families every year that save 
hundreds of dollars just by purchasing scrip and using it. 
Our families also register at Kroger so that their savings 
are applied back to their school account.  For more 
information about the SCRIP program and how it works,  
please visit the schoolôs website at:

Help Children Develop 
Healthy Eating Habits 

 

Greetings!  Well its school time again, and with school 

comes the hustle and bustle of a busy day..  This is also 

a great time of year.  Local fresh fruits and vegetable 

stands are all around. The difficult part sometimes is 

getting our kids to eat what is healthy for them.  When 

it comes to helping your child to love new foods, you 

need to be persistent, but not pushy.  Here are 5 tips to 

get your kids to eat healthy: 
 

Be a good role model:  Plenty of research shows that 

kids tend to model the eating habits of their parents.  If 

youõre reaching for lots of vegetables, fruits, whole 

grains and low-fat dairy,  your kids will likely take 

them too. 
 

Keep it positive:  Most nutrition experts advise 

absolutely no food bribing, as it can lead to negative 

associations with food.  I get it!  When you tell your kid 

he/she canõt leave the table to play with a (fun) puzzle 

until he eats his peas, heõs not going to think fondly of 

peas. 
 

Offer a variety:  Kids like to feel theyõre in control, so 

put out lots of healthy options and let them pick what 

they like best.  We do this with healthy pizza toppings, 

tacos, and òrice bowlsó (brown rice with all sorts of 

healthy things as toppers - olives, tofu, avocado, 

shredded carrots, etc.). 
 

Be stealthy with healthy ingredients:  For 

example, if your child refuses vegetables, you can still 

sneak in the veggies.  If heõs not into milk and youõre 

worried about his calcium intake, you might blend it - 

or yogurt - into a smoothie. 
 

Get the kids involved:  

Picking out fruits and 

vegetables at the farmers 

market.  Good kitchen chores 

for little hands:  washing and 

breaking up greens, grating 

cheese, stirring up things that 

arenõt hot, pressing the ògoó 

button on the food processor, 

cutting soft foods - like 

mushrooms - with a butter 

knife (supervised, of course). 
 

In short, donõt give up on encouraging healthy eating 

habits in your kids.  Stay strong, but sort of silent, and 

keep serving those healthy foods.  Eventually, theyõre 

likely to bite.
