Are You In or Are You Out?

In our humanness it’s natural for us to hunger to
belong and to be accepted. When psychologists
prioritize human needs, the desire to belong was
right at the top of the list, just under the desire for
food, clothing, shelter and reproduction. Maybe
that’s why every activity we plan begins with a call
for commitment: Are you in or are you out?

It’s not good for people to be alone, as the story of
creation notes in the book of Genesis. Partnership,
family, and community complete us and give us a
sense of identity and purpose. dJesus did not

undertake his mission alone, but called together a
group of people who became known as the “Twelve
followers shared

Apostles.” These in the
work and life of Jesus
from the very
beginning of their
gathering. The number
twelve 1s a symbolic
value of wholeness,
representing the sons
of Jacob whose lineage
formed the original
twelve tribes of Israel.
We know this from our
Jewish ancestors.

Along with the Twelve, Jesus had other followers
and friends such as Mary Magdalene, Joanna, and
Susanna, whom Luke tells us supported the
ministry of Jesus out of their own means. Joseph of
Arimathea and Nicodemus, two religious leaders of
Jerusalem, also counted themselves among Jesus’
wider group of disciples.

After the first Christian Pentecost, the group of
followers grew dramatically. Three thousand were
baptized when Peter spoke to the crowds in
Jerusalem, and the church continued to grow
through the missionary efforts of the Apostles,
including missionaries like Paul and Barnabas.

The early followers of Christ gained a sense of
belonging by accepting baptism and claiming their
place at the FEucharist of the faithful. They
embraced the call to change their lives and believe
in the Gospel. They committed to sharing their
worldly wealth with those in need. Future followers,
including ourselves, claim our identity as Christians
in the same way.

The Creed

Chanting the Creed on Sunday may become a
familiar part of the assembly’s experience with the
new Roman Missal. In this proclamation shared by
priest and people, we remember and confess the
great mysteries of the faith presented in the
readings and homily. They are, “the joyous ‘yes’ of
the faithful to the message they have
received” (Jungmann, 299). The Creed is rooted in
the Gospels (cf Mt 28:19) but is not strictly a prayer.
From at least the second century, the Elect were
ritually questioned about their faith at Baptism.
These questions and answers became the raw
material of the great creeds. For this reason, today’s
catechumens are dismissed before the Creed begins
until they formally receive it in one of the
catechumenal rites.

Why do we have creeds? Because they provide
answers to difficult questions posed by early
Christian believers trying to express the divine
mysteries. Was Jesus really human? Really divine?
Was the Spirit divine? Was Mary the mother of
Jesus only, or was she also Mother of God? Fourth
and fifth century bishops of East and West struggled
with the theological, philosophical, and cultural
implications of these and other questions. They
crystallized their answers in the simple
metaphorical language we still proclaim today.

The new Roman Missal provides two different
versions of the Creed. During the Lent/ Easter
season, we will use the shorter Apostles’ Creed in
solidarity with catechumens preparing for and
rejoicing in their baptisms. The rest of the year we
will use the theologically rich Nicene Creed. The
texts have been retranslated more literally from the
Latin, so they will be somewhat different from what
we are used to. We will also return to the reverent
bow the faithful made for centuries at the mention of
the incarnation — “and by the Holy Spirit was
incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became
man” (Nicene Creed) and “who was conceived by the
Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary” (Apostles’
Creed). The creeds are a precious distillation of the
Church’s faith which every Christian should know
by heart, ponder in prayer, and boldly proclaim.

All Soul’s Day (November 2) is a unique day in the
Liturgical Year. It is not a solemnity or a feast, yet the
Church ranks its celebration with solemnities of the
Lord and the Blessed Virgin Mary. From the time of
the early Church, Christians have prayed for the dead.
St. Augustine wrote, “Neither are the souls of the dead
and pious separated from the Church, which even now
is the Kingdom of Christ. Otherwise there would be no
remembrance of them at the altar of God in the
communication of the Body of Christ.”

The Church’s prayer for the dead confirms our belief
that we are part of the Communion of Saints as
expressed in the Creed and that we believe there is a
healing and purification after death for the remains of
sin. Traditionally, we have called this condition or
process of purification after death Purgatory. In this
process, any temporal punishment remaining for sins
committed during life is satisfied. The Church has
always believed that those who are “in Purgatory” can
be assisted by the prayers and good works of the living.

The celebration of All Soul's Day gives us the
opportunity to remember and pray for the dead in an
especially focused way. The Church grants an
indulgence, a remission of temporal punishment due to
sin, for the Souls in Purgatory during the Octave of All
Saints (November 1-8).

A plenary indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in
Purgatory, is granted to the faithful who on any or
each day from November 1-8, devoutly visit a cemetery
and pray, if only mentally, for the departed. A plenary
indulgence is also granted for those who visit a church
or oratory on All Soul’s Day and recite one Our Father
and the Creed. It is also necessary to fulfill the
following conditions: make a sacramental Confession,
receive Holy Communion and pray for the intention of
the Holy Father (no particular prayers are prescribed
for the intention of the Holy Father, one Our Father
and one Hail Mary are appropriate). These three
conditions may be fulfilled several days before or after
the visit to the Church. A plenary indulgence can only
be acquired only once in the course of the day.

A partial indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in
Purgatory, is granted to the faithful who devoutly visit
a cemetery and at least mentally pray for the dead or
who devoutly recite Lauds or Vespers from the Office
for the Dead or the prayer Eternal Rest.

Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord and let the
perpetual light shine upon them. May they rest in
peace. Amen.
